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What can you tell me about academics?  
SASL participants take courses at the University of Western Cape (UWC). UWC has seven faculties, which are 
what we refer to as schools or colleges in the United States. The seven faculties include Arts, Community and 
Health Science, Dentistry, Economic and Management Science, Education, Law, and Natural Science. Most 
students take the majority of their courses in the Faculty of Arts. To learn more about academics at UWC, visit 
the UWC Faculties website (http://bit.ly/1RMlyKt ).  
 

What will my schedule be like? 
Fridays are reserved for the two required program courses. Two full days each week are reserved for service 
learning. Students should plan to take UWC courses on the two remaining days of the week. When scheduling 
courses, keep in mind that it may be difficult to schedule courses, such as science lecture and lab classes, that 
require attendance on multiple days. Other classes, such as Social Development (DVST) courses, are usually held 
in the evening once a week, which makes them easier to schedule.  
 
An example student schedule may look like this:

What courses should I take?  
Students take 4 or 5 classes for a total of no less than 12 credits.  All courses in this program are worth 3 credits. 
Generally, students take 200 to 700 level courses. Please note that the first digit indicates the year in the 
program that UWC students typically take the course. So, a 400-level course is likely to be more advanced and 
challenging than a 200-level course. Language courses can be taken at a lower level with approval.  
 
Note: Students cannot take courses in the disciplines of business or economics.  
 
Students choose 2 – 3 courses to enroll in at UWC. In addition, all program participants take 2 required program 
courses. Each UWC course is given equivalence to a Marquette University course. Home university transcripts 
will list the Marquette department and course number as the course of record, not the UWC course information. 
Students may want to consult an academic advisor from their home university for help with course selection.

Where can I find information about courses?  
The list of preapproved courses on pages 4 - 5 contains the UWC courses that have been reviewed and 
approved by Marquette faculty for Marquette course equivalency. Course descriptions for each preapproved 
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course begin on page 6. Students can take UWC courses that are not preapproved; Marquette course 
equivalency will be determined after registration. Information about all UWC courses, including descriptions, 
requirements, and grading, is available on the UWC Academic Programmes website (http://bit.ly/1SWKT5P).   

 
How do I register for classes?  
In the U.S.: Prior to departure, students should plan what courses they would like to take at UWC. Students may 
want to consult an academic advisor from their home university for help with course selection. Although 
students will ultimately enroll in 4-5 courses at UWC (including the 2 required courses), they should identify 2 
additional back-up courses as it is likely that not all desired courses will be available.  
 
In South Africa: Upon arrival at UWC, students register for courses during the orientation period. Students use 
the UWC course codes and titles, not Marquette course information, to register. This is done in person, on 
campus.  SASL program staff will be available to help students with this process. Once the UWC semester starts, 
students have two weeks to make changes (add or drop) before courses are locked. Remember that preparation 
and flexibility may be required and will help to ease your transition.  Be prepared to be flexible! 
 

I am required to take two program courses.  What are they and what are they about? 
Leaders in Grassroots Organizations - This course focuses on the theory and practice in the development of 
community-based, participatory, grassroots organizations; you will engage in both the academic and practical 
aspects of social analysis and community development through class readings and discussions.  The primary 
source of learning will be through sustained involvement with a community organization. You will test your 
theoretical understanding with praxis experience in the field.  
 
Theology of Apartheid, Liberation and Transformation - This is a contextual theology course based on the South 
African experience of apartheid, liberation and transformation. We will look at the South African experience of 
Apartheid and try to understand how Christians came to develop such a patently evil form of governance. We 
will explore several themes related to Apartheid, such as; origins, identity, experience, struggle and separation. 
In addition, you will have a chance to examine your own theology, where it comes from, how you arrived at it, 
and explore issues relating to your own genesis, identity, experience, struggle and separation. 
 

What are Institute for Social Development (ISD) courses? 
The ISD is an institute within the Faculty of Arts. It offers courses which are made up of honors and master’s 
degree students, and they are designed for studies in the field of social development, such as policy-making, 
activism, program administration, development, research and teaching. Past participants from a variety of 
disciplines have found these courses to have small class sizes, compelling subject areas, and extremely rich 
content.  Students strongly recommend them. These courses are indicated by the UWC course code DVST and 
are generally taught in the evening (4:20 - 6:30pm).
